It currently has sixteen members, plus a few adatid the instruments range from
flutes, violins and recorders to a cello and a d®blass as well as a glockenspiel and
other percussion instruments.

Did you know that Sedbergh Pepperpot Club owrsrsé orchestral instruments?
These have been kindly donated by people from 3$ghl@d Dent and others all over
the country - from Beaconsfield to Coldstream - amen from places as far flung as
Canada and Australia. Several of these instrunastsurrently out on loan to members
of the orchestra, two others are lent to studehiss& homes are in Sedbergh and another
two are being used by teachers who are tutoringpsecof the Westmorland Youth
Orchestra. Two brass instruments have now gorteetd éwn Band.

So........ if you have an instrument lyimgised at home and would like to have the
chance of it being played again, please consideatiitg it to Sedbergh Pepperpot Club.

Before lending out an instrument, we make suagiths in good playing order. At
present, as well as those on loan already, we ftanto lend an oboe, a clarinet, a half, a
three-quarter or a full size violin to anyone whould prefer to borrow rather than to
hire or to buy. We charge nothing for the loanmirasstrument, but simply ask for
payment of the annual insurance premium.

The Pepperpot Club is also keen to encouragdrehilto take up orchestral instruments,
especially strings which allow for the greatestamymnities throughout life for making
music with other people. Please enquire aboutwaeds that are available to subsidise
music lesson fees, especially in the early stagédgoogressing from shared to
individual lessons.

While reading this, you may have been wonderimg the funds are found to make all
these things possible. The answer is that we happd?pot Members, Friends and
Sponsors and, to keep the orchestra up and rurimétig from external sources, although
this is increasingly difficult to find.

Members pay £6 annually or £10 for two at the saduress. In return they receive
newsletters and lists of events such as conceatgs,operas, ballets, open gardens



etc in a range of places from Keswick to Mancheasawell as places nearby.
Transport is in the minimum of cars or sometimesach. Everyone who goes
contributes a £1 ‘peppercorn’ for the fund for ygunusicians, over and above the
cost of the outing.

2004

Sunday, 29 June, saw Sedbergh Pepperpot Club’s presentdtioong Long Ago and
Far Away Wesby local writer Kim Lyon, performed by St Andrewisnior drama group
Chameleons in the Church and providing a livelyiggoe to the main workcross an
Unknown Sea - the Quest of St Brendgih music by the composer Christopher Gibbs
and words by Anna Gibbs.

These performances were a real community effattaahighlight of the two week
biennial Sedbergh Festival with contributions byrsany local people both young and
old as well as those from further afield, althowgth close ties to Sedbergh. The
instrumental music, conducted by lan Jones, wallkmto local audiences, was provided
by the Serafin String Quartet, led by Julian Cah8exbergh, the Pepperpot Players and,
in particular, Pepperpot Music Makers, who havenbgerking hard since early in the
year in order to take part.

It is always rewarding to have a good turn-out, atespite a rainy evening, St Andrew’s
Church was very nearly full. For the Prologue, @m@meleons transformed themselves
into Brendan, Earth, Sea, Wind and Storyteller$igitsto as well as a few props and lots
of actions, and told us the story of St Brendamdngerfect and clearly : the scene was
set.

However, in a brief interlude, lan Jones, so adépncouraging audience participation,
rehearsed from his rostrum, the last section ofthale as printed in our programmes,
line by line with the orchestra and our massede&id his really built up a sense of
anticipation and then the lights dimmed and fromest end of the Church came the



Chorus from Settlebeck School, playing villagerd amonks from Innishmore, chanting,
the plainsong immediately creating a sense of teeéi@val, and in such a setting!

We all knew that Brendan, at first a most curnaaidgy monk, was going to be
transformed by his journey across the sea, buéxattly how, and now the orchestra and
soloists set to work to create a sense of dramalanger and to develop the tale, ably
supported by the Chorus building their boat; bdinffeted by storms; mistakenly
landing on a whale and then having to escape \i®l@oanic eruptions and avoid
icebergs on their voyage to the Promised Land.

With little room to manoeuvre, these young peapled on gesture, facial expression
and their voices to good effect.

Nicholas Hurndall Smith as Brendan clearly engbies role as kill-joy into saint and,
standing in the pulpit to direct proceedings inloat, his voice soared above the
orchestra. As Messenger, Shepherdess and Anged Brookes (Patron of Pepperpot
Music Makers under her pianist name of Anna Marf)drad a gentler role and yet the
purity of her high notes and her scenes with Niabaontributed to some of the most
moving and inspiring moments in the performanc@ee soloists have experience of
working together world-wide in the solo voice grdugagiolini as well as more locally
in the Finzi Festival in Kendal.) It was impresstee, how effectively the whale and
volcanic eruption sections worked in such a sngake, and here it was the conductor
and the instrumentalists, and especially guessté&lalina Dimitrova, who helped to
create this sense of fear and potential catastriopb@me very powerful and exciting
music.

Of course, the excellent acoustics in the chhedped as well.

All too soon, this delightful music drama hadatead its conclusion but not before all of
us had contributed to the final hymn of thanksgivior Brendan’s transformation.
